Curriculum Newsletter for the Ducklings – Spring Term 2008

I.C.T.


The children will continue to use the computers to word process and use drawing programmes.  We will be using programmes to support their learning on other areas like using Google Earth to help with Geography.  They will also learn how to use the computer to find out information unavailable in the library.








Science


Our first topic is Grouping and Changing materials, where the children will be learning how different materials are made and what is a man-made material and what is a natural material.  The second topic is Forces and Movement in which the children will learn about pushes and pulls being forces and how these are used to slow and speed up objects.  They will be making measurements and presenting information in a graph.  








History


This term we are looking at Houses and Homes.  We will be looking at houses in Norton St Philip, and what houses looked like a long time ago.








Art


We are looking at materials and how they are made – and will be doing some weaving.  The Year 2 children will make a woven bag each and the Y1 children will make a large abstract design.








Geography


The children will be learning about road safety and what our local area is like. They will be doing a survey of the local traffic and charting the data.








Design and Technology


In D and T we are looking at designing a banner for the classroom.  Each child will make a small section learning the skills of cutting and joining fabric.  These will then be sewn together to make a larger banner. 








Literacy


The children will be continuing with learning how different sounds are written and practising using them in words.  Text work will include studying traditional stories and poems with familiar and patterned language, fairy stories and non-fiction texts, dictionaries, indexes and alphabetically ordered books.  Children will learn how these different texts are presented and to start writing parts of them. Handwriting will continue on a regular basis with many children joining their letters.  Speaking and Listening skills are being focussed on this term, and the children will be able to work for Bronze, Silver and Gold Awards in this area.  





Maths


The Y1 children will be consolidating their knowledge of addition and subtraction (using both number lines and multilink) and using this to solve problems involving money and everyday situations.  They will also be looking at how numbers are made up of tens and units and using this to help them understand numbers.  We will be developing different strategies to solve problems and to know which strategy is the most appropriate for each calculation, also to understand that we can use different methods to achieve the same answer.  Y2 will continue work on multiplication and division and consolidate their knowledge of tens and units.  They also will be solving problems and deciding which strategy is the best.  All children will be learning about measurements and how to gather information from a chart.  





PSHE will involve discussions about how to get along with others and being kind.  Circle Time is on Thursdays when any issues the children have can be raised.
